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971 girls age 15-19 in Guilford County
became pregnant in 2006 (rate 56.1 per
1,000). 28.2% were repeat pregnancies.
21 girls age 10-14 in Guilford County
became pregnant in 2006 (rate 1.4 per
1,000).

71% of pregnancies among teenage girls are
unintended.

The percentage of high school students
having sex more than doubles between the
ninth and tenth grades.

Teenagers are less likely to obtain timely
prenatal care than any other age group
making them three times more likely to have
a premature delivery and low birth weight
baby.

Babies born too early and too small have a
greater risk of infant mortality (death in the
first year of life), respiratory problems, and
birth defects, specifically of the brain and
spine.

Teen parents have a greater likelihood of
physical, intellectual, social and economic
hardship.

Only 1/3 of teen mothers receive a high
school diploma.

A strong connection between teens and their
mothers has a significant impact on
postponing sexual involvement and
ultimately reducing the risk of teen
pregnancy.

Nearly one-quarter of teen mothers have a
second birth before age 20.

Nearly half of all non-marital pregnancies
occur before age 20.

74% of North Carolina high school seniors
report having sexual intercourse at least
once.

50% of men who impregnate a minor teen
(under age 18) are 3 or more years older.
In North Carolina 1 in 4 sexually
experienced teens acquires a sexually
transmitted infection.
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
